    On the day of the ground-
breaking ceremony, architect 
Ann Somers of Cooke Doug-
lass Farr Lemons looked over 
the students’ designs and 
talked with them about ca-
reers in architecture.  Ms. So-
mers is one of the leading ar-
chitects of the new Casey ad-
dition.  She described for stu-
dents some of the choices and 
challenges involved in de-
signing a new section for their 
school.  And she emphasized 
that would-be architects 
should prepare by seriously 
studying courses in science, 
math, and the arts.
